An option from Notre Dame for those teachers with 4 years experience affected by the proposed changes for middle level licensing.

Most of the affected teachers would be those who hold a Rules 46 & 47 General Elementary License, grades 1-6, 7-8 non-departmentalized., who are teaching 7-8, and who do not currently hold a subject area endorsement for the subjects they teach.


They can choose to wait to see if the proposed rule is modified to grandfather them  or for the teachers who have taught middle school for 4 or more years, if they (or the corporation) send their transcripts and proof of middle school experience, and their Principal’s recommendation for continuing to teach in a  middle school, and take and pass the current middle school test in the subjects they are teaching to show content knowledge at that level, Notre Dame Licensing Advisor, Dr. Joyce V. Johnstone, will process the middle school subject endorsements for them.  Licensing advisors have always had that authority – to count experience instead of coursework – and Notre Dame would require no further coursework.  
Have them go to ETS.org  to register.  Make sure they code Notre Dame (R1841) to receive their test scores as well as the State of IN.  The nearest test site happens to be at Notre Dame.

These affected teachers would need to: 

1.  Email   Joyce.V.Johnstone.3@nd.edu -  to let her know they are planning taking this option.
2.  Mail transcript needs to Dr. Johnstone (see address below) – if sent from the corporation, it does not have to be original.
3.  Have their principal mail a recommendation as to their effectiveness as a middle school teacher.
4.  Have the corporation or principal mail verification of four years teaching experience at the middle school level.
5. Go to www. ETS.org  to register  for the MS subject test,  code Notre Dame (R1841) to receive their test scores as well as the State of IN. 
6. Take the test(s).

Notre Dame will:
1. Inform the teacher as the necessary documentation is received.
2. Send directions for applying on-line for the addition. 
3. Inform the teacher when we have completed the coding for the license.
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
